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Oxfam America is accepting applications for the CHANGE Initiative, its national student leadership program. CHANGE offers US college students entering their sophomore or junior year the opportunity to become effective social change agents. CHANGE Leaders are exposed to the international developmental issues that concern Oxfam’s work for social justice, and apply their skills and insights to run Oxfam campaigns on their campuses and in their communities.

The Extractive Industries CHANGE Mining is an area of focus within CHANGE that seeks to expand the curricula of the country’s top mining schools to address the social and environmental impacts of mining worldwide. Upon completion of the CHANGE training, CHANGE Mining students will engage in several distance-learning sessions with mining and development experts, and representatives of indigenous communities. Following the sessions, CHANGE Mining students will have the opportunity to intern with Oxfam partner organizations that support communities in proximity to mining projects. Participants will then return to their campuses, share their experiences and encourage the introduction of course work that explores the social and environmental impacts of mining. 
Applications are due on April 1, 2006. Selected students are required to participate in a week-long training in Boston, July 22 to 28, 2006, organized and paid for by Oxfam America.
